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2008-209 Scholarship Program Policy

Calvary Music School offers two kinds of financial assistance.  Merit scholarships are offered to individuals based on demonstrated musical talent, commitment and interest. Financial aid scholarships are offered to support those with demonstrated interest and commitment in music instruction who are in need of some tuition relief.

Merit Scholarships

Merit scholarships are full tuition scholarships and are typically awarded on an annual basis, beginning in the fall session. For the 2009-2010 academic year, two full merit scholarships per year will be awarded. In rare circumstances, mid-year applications may be accepted, depending on funding availability.  Currently, there is no limit in the number of years an applicant can apply.  Applications are accepted until July 1, 2009 for the following year.  Determinations will be made by the CMS Scholarship Committee and the CMS Director within 30 days of the due date.

Financial Need Scholarships

Financial need scholarships offer tuition assistance up to 75% of lesson fees.  Full year scholarships may be applied for, or per individual session (fall/winter/spring).  Applications are accepted until July 1, 2009 for the fall session, 12/1/09 for the winter session, and 3/1/10 for the spring session.  Tax information and a written statement must accompany the application.  All tax materials will be kept strictly confidential and will be returned within 30 days. Currently there is no limit for the number of sessions for which an applicant can apply.   Determinations will be made by the CMS Scholarship Committee within 30 days of the due date.
