        Four time Deputy to General Convention from the Dioceses of Virginia and Dallas.

        Began his ministry as the Episcopal Chaplain at Smith College, Northampton, Massachusetts.

        Six years as Rector of Saint Luke’s Church, Worcester, Massachusetts, a small urban parish in that large industrial city in central Massachusetts.

        Thirteen years as Rector of Christ Church, Alexandria, an historic parish (home parish of both George Washington and Robert E. Lee).  Parish grew in that period from 490 to 3300 persons.

        Four years as Rector of Saint James’ Church, Madison Avenue, New York City, a large urban parish with a high commitment to city and international missionary work.

        Ten years as Rector of Saint Michael and All Angels Church, Dallas, Texas, during his tenure the largest parish in the Episcopal Church.  SMAA is a suburban parish with ten different services each Sunday, a strong emphasis upon Christian education, mission/outreach, community life, stewardship, pastoral care and evangelism.

        Dr. Anschutz has served as a trustee and visitor to a number of church related schools and seminaries. 

        He is deeply involved in several initiatives to aid the Episcopal Church in raising up young and gifted persons for ordained ministry. 

        He has been active in the greater church’s ministry to those suffering from chemical addictions.

        He is the recent author/editor of a compilation of prayers, entitled From the Rector.

        He had a twenty five year involvement with Mengo Hospital in Kempala, Uganda, supplying medical supplies and providing capital improvements to that facility/

        He has been married to Margaret Crook Anschutz for thirty four years.  “Peggy”  has recently completed a six year term as the President of the Saint Phillips Neighborhood Development Authority and is widely acknowledged as one of the leading volunteers in the City of Dallas in the area of creating privately owned housing for the working poor and inner city elderly.

        His oldest daughter, Kathryn, works in the travel industry in Boston and is youngest daughter, Maryetta, is the Associate Rector of All Saints Church, Beverly Hills, CA.

        He enjoys sailing (a 22 foot Cape Cod Catboat JOY); American history (particularly the period between 1939 and 1952); ravel and is devoted to his Boarder Collie, Grace.
